2020 Scholarship for Youth Engagement
Each year, the Washburn (WI) chapter of PFLAG awards two Ashland and/or Bayfield County high school seniors a scholarship of $500 each. The recipients of these awards will be those who have contributed to their community in the area equality for all people, though initiatives related to underrepresented populations including (but not limited to) lesbian, gay, bisexual and/or transgender (LGBT) advocacy, support and/or education is preferred. This scholarship is open to Ashland and Bayfield county seniors regardless of sexual orientation or gender identity/expression. The students must plan to attend an institute of higher education in the fall.

Past examples of student activities that might bring an applicant to the attention of PFLAG Washburn include, but are not limited to:

· A student who has been active in the formation or the continuation of a Gay-Straight Alliance. 

· A student who has consistently used LGBT materials in his/her/their coursework. 

· A student who has organized an event promoting equality and safety for LGBT and/or other underrepresented people. 

· A student who has been an active part of community efforts involving LGBT and/or other underrepresented issues. 

· A student who has faced and sought to overcome obstacles related to LGBT and/or other underrepresented issues.
Requirements 

· Graduating high school senior 
· Resident of Ashland or Bayfield County
· Intent on attending an institute of higher education 

· Completion of enclosed application

All applications must be received or postmarked by April 30, 2020 at midnight. Recipients will be announced in May.

2.  What, if any, challenges did you face while doing this work?

3.  What has been your motivation to work for safe schools for LGBT (or other underrepresented) people and their allies?
4.   How much of an impact do you think you have had?  What are the indications of your impact?

5.   What have you learned about yourself and/or your own abilities as a result of this work? 
6.   How will you use this scholarship to continue your commitment to create safe communities for LGBT (or other underrepresented) people?  

A committee of volunteers who are unfamiliar with your work and efforts will review your submission.

You are welcome to submit a short résumé with your application packet if you feel you would like the scholarship committee to review that as well.  This is not a requirement.  We ask that you limit it to 2 pages or less.
